Snack  

Milk and fruit are provided daily for the  

children. We also add extra snacks paid from the 

Nursery fund.  Children decide when they are     

hungry and want to eat their snack. This            

encourages independence. Water is available all day 

for them which is why we do not need water bottles.  

There is a menu in the café to promote ‘making 

sense of print’ for the children. The children learn to 

share, take turns, communicate, spread (butter/

cheese), pour and tidy up. The cups are washed in 

hot soapy water by a teacher throughout the day.

Book Bags 
Please could we ask for the book bags to be brought into school everyday. It is  
important that the children become familiar with this habilt as we will pass 
letters, information and eventually reading diaries in their book bags. Please 

empty these bags daily as letters can be lost in ‘busy’ bags. Could we also ask that 
only one key ring be attached to the bag, if any? Preferably not a labuba as 

they are too big.  Otherwise they do not fit into their tray. Just a reminder that 
rucksacks are discouraged as they do not fit in trays.

outside sports agency). Children do not need 

pumps until November - for our Nativity show. 

Nursery Library 
Library will take place on a Friday. Children 
are able to choose a library book to borrow 
and take home to read. Please ensure this is 
returned in their bag the following Friday,  

otherwise they will not be able to choose a new 
book. Library will begin in the first week after 

half term.  

Water Bottles 
Children in Nursery do not need to bring 

a water bottle into class as they have 
access to water all day. We encourage 

the children to pour their own water and 
then put their dirty cup into the sink for 
the teacher to wash. We have found it  

unhygienic for water bottles in Nursery as 
some children will just drink from any. 
Pouring their own water encourages   

independence and good fine motor skills. 

Star of the Week  

We will choose a star of the week on a 
Friday afternoon for somebody that is 
showing our Christian values. This child 

will receive a special medal to keep.  
Throughout the year, everybody will have 

a turn.     

Wetsuits and Wellies 
 We will be teaching  

children how to put on wetsuits 
so they can access the outdoor 
water, sand and digging areas.  
Please ensure your child has a 
pair of wellies with their name 
on.
